He fancied himself to be the
world’s largest puppy, a view that was less charm-
ing if you were on the receiving end of his playful-
ness.

In short, Harry is a handful. I believe the prevailing
sentiment at the rescue was that Harry was going
to be there for a very long time.

She liked him a
lot! She came back numerous times over the next
few weeks, and ultimately adopted him. Our big
goofy puppy found his person. Our fondest hope
for all our horses is that they will go with the best
possible person for the longest possible time. I
think we can call this a win!
